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REGULATIONS RELATING TO 4-H PROJECTS

1. To be eligible for district and state awards the club member must be enrolled during the current year in
the program for which he is competing.

2. District winners may be under 14 years of age and enrolled in 4-H Club work for less than 3 years.
3. To be declared a state winner 4- H Club members must:

(a) Be at least 14 years old and not over 19 years old as of January 1 in the year in which the award is
won, except in Dairy Calf, Pre- Teen Canning and Early- Teen Canning.

(b) Have completed at least 3 years of 4-H Club work, including the current year, except the projects
listed in (a) above.

(c) Be unmarried.
4. A state winner cannot compete again in the same program.
5. A 4-H Club member may attend the National 4-H Club Congress only twice.

(a) The first time as a winner of a state, sectional or national trip in any awards program, and
(b) The second time as a state or national winner in either Achievement, Citizenship, or Leadership.

6. If a creditable record has not been achieved, no state award will be given.
7. A club member may submit long-time records for district and state competition in not more than two

programs during the same year. A current year's 4- H record book is required.
8. Previous state winners in programs offering state, sectional, or national trips to National 4-H Club

Congress cannot enter a record for sectional or national consideration in the same program a second
time.

9. A club member who has previously been a state winner in.a project which did not provide a trip to
National 4-H Club Congress may participate and be declared state winner in another awards program.

10. A club member who has been awarded a trip to National 4-H Club Congress may in the future participate
and be declared state winner in a project which does not provide a trip to Club Congress.

11. A club member may be declared state winner in only one 4- H project during the same year (demon­
strations excluded).
